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Friday, April 20 Departure
Depart Washington/Dulles Airport early this evening, on a 

transatlantic fl ight.

Saturday, April 21 Amman, Jordan
After changing planes in Vienna, arrive in Amman, where 

you will be met by your Jordanian driver and guide. Enjoy a 
panoramic tour of Amman. Dinner and overnight at the Amman 
Intercontinental Hotel.

Sunday, April 22 Amman – 
Petra

After breakfast at the hotel, visit Mt. 
Nebo, the mountain from which God 
showed Moses the Promised Land. 
Drive to Madaba to see a 6th century 
fl oor mosaic depicting a map of the Holy 
Land easily recognized by early Christian 
pilgrims. Continue to Bethany Beyond 
the Jordan believed to be where John 
the Baptist preached and baptized Jesus. 
Drive along the King’s Highway, past the 
Crusader city of Kerak to Petra. Located 
in the heart of the Seir Mountains, Petra 
is mentioned in the book of Genesis. Dinner and overnight at the 
Nabatean Castle Moevenpick Hotel.

Monday, April 23 Jordan / Israel
For hundreds of years, Petra was forgotten until it was 

“rediscovered” in 1812. It must be entered on foot, horseback, 
camel or donkey cart through a narrow siq (a narrow gorge). The 
Nabateans carved breathtaking temples and monuments, 800 in 
all, out of the multicolored sandstone. See the 3,000 seat theatre, 
the Palace Tomb and the Treasury—the most famous monument 
appearing dramatically at the end of the siq. Cross into Israel at 
the southern Arava border for dinner and overnight at the Daniel 
Dead Sea Hotel.

Tuesday, April 24 
Dead Sea – Tiberias

Travel to Masada this morn-
ing, Herod’s fortress palace and 
last stronghold of the Jewish 
rebellion against Rome. Take a 
cable car to the top to view the 
remains of this mighty fortress. 
Drive through the Judean 
wilderness to Ein Gedi where 
David hid from Saul and cut off 
a portion of Saul’s robe. Travel to Qumran to view Cave #4 where 
the largest quantity of the Dead Sea scrolls were discovered. 
Stop to see the archaeological excavations of Beth Shean. It was 
here that the Philistines fastened the bodies of Saul and his sons 
to the wall of the city.  Arrive in Tiberias for dinner and overnight 
at the Caesar Premier Hotel.

Wednesday, April 25 The 
Galilee Area

Begin the morning on the 
Mt. of Beatitudes, the site 
where Jesus delivered His 
“Sermon on the Mount,” 
overlooking the Sea of Galilee. 
Walk down the mountain to 
Tabgha to visit the Church of 
the Loaves and Fishes and the 
Church of St. Peter’s Primacy at the northwestern shore of the 
lake. Continue on to Capernaum to visit the synagogue and the 
location of the home of Peter according to early Christians. Some 
may wish to enjoy “St. Peter’s Fish” for lunch. Enjoy a boat ride 
on the Sea of Galilee which ends at Kubbutz Nof Ginosar, for a 
visit to the museum displaying the “Jesus Boat.” This boat, dated 
to be from about the time of Christ, was found in an exposed sec-
tion of the lakebed during a drought in 1986. Continue to Yarden-

it, the traditional baptismal site where the Jordan River fl ows from 
the southern tip of the Sea. Dinner and overnight at the Caesar 
Premier Hotel in Tiberias.

Thursday, April 26 The 
Northern Galilee

Drive north of the Galilee to 
Tell Dan to see the high place 
where Jeroboam set up the 
golden calf for the people of 
Israel to worship as their god. 
Continue to Caesarea Philippi 
(Banias) where Peter answered 
Jesus’ questions, “Who do you 
say that I am?” Drive up to the 
Golan Heights for a panoramic view of the lake from the east and 
a view towards Damascus from the west. Continue on to Beth-
saida, the site of Jesus healing a blind man. Return to 
Tiberias for dinner and overnight at the Caesar Premier Hotel.

Friday, April 27 Galilee – Jerusalem
Drive through Cana, where Jesus turned the water into wine at 

the marriage feast. Arrive in Nazareth, hometown of Jesus, and 
visit Nazareth Village to experience a recreation of the village as 
it might have been in Jesus’ day. Continue to Sepphoris, the larg-
est city in Galilee during the time of Jesus. Drive to the mound of 
Megiddo, a city overlooking the Jezreel Valley where numerous 
battles were fought during Old Testament times and where it is 
believed the battle of Armageddon will take place. Drive to Cae-
sarea Maritima. This Herodian city became the springboard from 
which Paul took the Gospel to the Gentiles. Built by Herod the 
Great, this city became the military capital of the Judean prov-
ince during Roman rule. See the hippodrome, the aqueduct that 
brought fresh water to the city from Mt. Carmel, and a limestone 
block bearing an inscription mentioning the name of Pontius 
Pilate. End the day by viewing Jerusalem from the top of Mt. Sco-
pus. Dinner and overnight at the Mount Zion Hotel in Jerusalem.

Saturday, April 28 
Bethlehem / Jericho

Drive to nearby Bethlehem 
to visit the Church of the 
Nativity, built over the site be-
lieved to be the place of Jesus’ 
birth. Continue to Beit Sahour 
to see the Shepherd’s Fields. 
There will be time to shop for 
olive wood. Drive to Jericho to 
view the tel of this ancient city 
destroyed by Joshua and the Israelite army using only torches 
and trumpets! Also visit the Good Samaritan Inn. Stop at Gen-
esis Land where visitors experience life as it was in the time of 
Abraham. Meet Eliezer, Abraham’s servant, and ride a camel to 
Abraham’s tent where you will partake of his legendary hospitality 
and enjoy the evening meal. Return to Jerusalem for overnight at 
the Mount Zion Hotel.

Sunday, April 29 Jerusalem, the Old City
Begin the day with an orientation to Jerusalem from the Mt. of 

Olives. Follow the traditional Palm Sunday route to the church 
known as Dominus Flevit (“the Lord weeps”). After viewing the 
Golden Gate, walk downhill to Gethsemane and visit the Basilica 
of the Agony (Church of All Nations). Walk through the Jewish 
Quarter of the Old City to see the remains of the Roman Cardo 
and Hezekiah’s Wall. Climb the Southern Steps as you ascend 
to the Dome of the Rock and the al-Aqsa Mosque, located on 
the traditional site of the ancient Temple Mount. See the Pools 
of Bethesda and St. Anne’s Church, which is perfectly preserved 
from the Crusader period, and experience its remarkable acous-
tics. Follow the Way of the Cross (Via Dolorosa) and stop at the 
Ecce Homo Arch (“Behold the Man”) near Pilate’s Judgment Hall 
on the way to the Church of the Holy Sepulcher. Dinner and over-
night at the Mount Zion Hotel.



Monday, April 30 Jerusalem 
Today begins with a drive to Mt. 

Zion to see the Upper Room, the pos-
sible location of the Last Supper. Visit 
the Church of St. Peter in Gallicantu 
(“cock crow”), believed to be the site of 
Caiaphas’ house where Jesus was tried 
and kept overnight. See the Western 
Wall and Western Wall Tunnel where 
you can walk on streets from the time 
of Jesus. Dinner and overnight at the 
Mount  Zion Hotel.

Tuesday, May 1 Jerusalem
Drive to the Shrine of the Book this morning, built specifi cally 

to house the Dead Sea Scrolls, the earliest copies of Hebrew 
texts ever found. Nearby is the model of Jerusalem (built 1:50 
scale) representing the city during the time of the second temple, 
located in the Israel Museum. Next visit Yad Vashem, Israel’s Ho-
locaust memorial and museum. After lunch, celebrate communion 
at the Garden Tomb. The remainder of the day is free to explore 
Jerusalem on your own. Enjoy a special Middle Eastern farewell 
dinner before retiring for your last night in the Holy Land.

Wednesday, May 2 Arrive USA
Drive to Tel Aviv early this morning for a fl ight to Vienna, con-

tinuing to Washington/Dulles Airport. Arrive in the US late in the 
afternoon. Return home with a richer understanding of the lands 
of the Bible.
