Day 1: Mar. 31 (Thu.) Departure
Depart Cleveland International Airport for Newark. We 

connect for our fl ight to Istanbul, Turkey, changing planes in 
Rome en route.

Day 2: Apr. 1 (Fri.) Istanbul, Turkey
Arrive at Istanbul International Airport, meet our guide 

and drive to the pier for a relaxing boat ride along the 
Bosphorus, visiting both the Asian and European shores of 
Istanbul. Transfer to the hotel for dinner and overnight. 

Day 3: Apr. 2 (Sat.) Istanbul / Izmir / Kusadasi
Today is spent 

in Istanbul viewing: 
The Roman Hippo-
drome Square; the 
Blue Mosque with its 
beautiful blue tiles; 
St. Sophia Church, 
a World Heritage 
site built by Constan-
tine the Great and 
restored by Justin-

ian in the 6th century. We continue to Topkapi Palace, the 
Imperial Residential Palace of the Ottoman sultans between 
the 16th and the 17th centuries. Topkapi is the oldest and 
largest palace in the world and hosts priceless collections of 
jewelry, porcelain and the sultans’ accoutrements.

 Transfer to the airport for the afternoon fl ight from Istan-
bul to Izmir, continuing to the hotel for room allocation and 
some time to relax. Dinner and overnight in Kusadasi.

Day 4: Apr. 3 (Sun.)  Pergamon / Sardis / 
 Smyrna ( Izmir) / Kusadasi

Depart early in the 
morning, driving north 
to visit one of the most 
important cities of the 
Seven Churches, 
Pergamos. When the 
Book of Revelation 
was written, Pergamos 
was one of the capi-
tals of the Roman Province of Asia. Among the ruins are the 
impressive amphitheater built into the hillside with perfect 
acoustics and seventy-eight rows of seats, the remains of 
the Temple of Athena, the famous Library which was be-
lieved to contain 200,000 volumes, and the Agora and the 
Altar of Zeus.

Continue towards Sardis: another of the Seven 
Churches. Sardis was an impregnable city until it fell to 
Cyrus of Persia in 546 BC. Alexander the Great founded 
the Temple of Artemis in 334 BC and Herodotus tells that 
sheepskins were put in the river where they trapped specks 
of gold, creating the legend of the Golden Fleece. St. John 
challenged the self-satisfaction of this opulent city, saying 
that those who win the victory will be clothed in white.

The last city we will visit today is Smyrna (Izmir), impor-
tant because the persecution of the Christians began here. 
Take a short orientation tour and visit of the Agora. Return 
to Kusadasi for dinner and overnight.

Day 5: Apr. 4 (Mon.) Ephesus 
Paul visited Ephesus 

on his second missionary 
journey, arriving with Priscilla 
and Aquila. During his third 
journey, he lived in Ephesus 
for three years, preaching 
in the synagogue and in the 
lecture hall. His teaching ap-
peared threatening to the cult 
of Artemis and those who 
made a living from it, and a 
riot ensued. 

Visit the archeological 
site which during the times of 
Paul was the great Temple of 

Goddess Artemis. Visit St. John’s Basilica built over the 
supposed burial place of John the Apostle. Return to Kusa-
dasi hotel for dinner and overnight.

Day 6: Apr. 5 (Tue.)  Kusadasi / Patmos / Kusadasi
Today we leave 

Kusadasi to travel by 
private boat (non-stop) 
on the beautiful blue 
Aegean (7–11:30 am) to 
visit St. John’s famous 
Island of the Apoca-
lypse, Patmos. After 
lunch we will spend time 
touring Patmos—includ-
ing the Cave of Apocalypse. Located on the small island’s 
highest hill, this is the traditional location where John re-
ceived the Book of Revelation. Retreat to a quiet bay area 
on the rear of the island for refl ection. We leave Patmos and 
return to Kusadasi (2:30–7 pm) for dinner and overnight.

Day 7: Apr. 6 (Wed.)  Kusadasi / Athens, Greece
Depart Kusadasi 

this morning, driving 
to the Izmir Airport 
for a noontime fl ight 
to Athens. Enjoy a 
panoramic orienta-
tion tour of Athens, 
introducing you to 
the city where de-
mocracy was born. 

Spend some time exploring the New Acropolis Museum, 
which displays over 200 years of archaeological excava-
tions on the Rock of the Acropolis. Dinner and overnight in 
Athens.
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Day 8: Apr. 7 (Thu.)  Athens, Greece
Enjoy these excit-

ing sites of Athens.
The Roman Agora: 

The largest build-
ing found mea-
sures 111 x 98 
m., comprising a 
spacious rectan-
gular courtyard 
surrounded by 
stoas, shops and storerooms. It has an east, Ionic pro-
pylon and a west, Doric Propylon, known as the Gate 
of Athena Archegetis. It was built between 19 and 11 
B.C. with a donation of Julius Caesar and Augustus. 
During the reign of Hadrian the court was paved with 
slabs.

Mars Hill: Stop at the rock location where Paul addressed 
the councilors and philosophers of the day—a short 
stairway leads to the summit.

The Acropolis: A stunning location, masterpieces of clas-
sical Greek art with the Parthenon, the Propylaea, the 
Erechtheum and the Temple of Athena Nike.
Ample time is allocated to explore and enjoy the views.

The Plaka: Before dinner, stroll through the old sector of 
Athens. 

Dinner and overnight in Athens.

Day 9: Apr. 8 (Fri.)  Paul’s Corinth
After breakfast 

we travel to Corinth. 
Here we will view…

The Corinth 
Canal: We will stop 
and learn the history 
of this famous man-
made construction—
one of the seven 
wonders of the 
modern world.

Corinth (Acts 18: 1–4): Home of Aquila and Priscilla. The 
site includes the Temple of Apollo, the Roman Agora, the 
Bema Courthouse, the Roman Lechaion Road and the 
Lower Fountain.

Cenchreae (Acts 18:18): Visit the location where St. Paul 
took a vow and shaved his head. Also see the remains of 
the old harbour from where he sailed to Ephesus. Phoebe 
was a “servant of the church” in Cenchreae (Romans 16:1).

After the visits, continue our way on the coastal road of 
the Corinthian Gulf towards Patras on the Patrician Gulf. We 
will view also the unique bridge of Rio–Antirio connecting 
central Greece with Pellopenese. Embark the ship to Bari. 
Enjoy dinner and overnight on board.

Day 10: Apr. 9 (Sat.)  Bari / Pompei / Rome
Upon arrival in Bari, we 

meet our Italian guide and 
travel three hours north to 
reach Pompeii. The Pompeii 
guide will give the archeologi-
cal journey through the ancient 
city.

Buried under a layer of 
ashes and lapilli by a sudden 
eruption of Vesuvius in 79 
A.D., after 1700 years the 
excavations have brought to 
light Pompeii, a town whose 
daily life of the Imperial Age 
has been petrifi ed, as under a spell, in its gestures, secrets, 
in the panic felt by its inhabitants during the last moments.

Visiting the “frozen city” would create a feeling similar 
to that experienced by Paul when he walked through similar 
streets from his time period. We will visit houses, shops, 
temples, squares, streets and also the “Lupanare” (house 
of frescos)…and the “Suburbane Therm” (with frescos, 
among which the only saffi co-picture of the Roman world) 

Understanding this environment, we will appreciate the 
anger of Paul shouting aloud against corruption and perdi-
tion of the Romans, (Romans 1:26) “For this cause God gave them 
up unto vile affections: for even their women did change the natural 
use into that which is against nature.” Board the bus and proceed 
towards the north to reach Rome for dinner and overnight.

Day 11: Apr. 10 (Sun.)  Ancient Rome / Paul’s Rome
This morning we have 

a walking tour through the 
real core of Ancient Rome— 
showing the great “power” 
of Rome and the Emperors 
who demanded divinity for 
themselves! This was mainly 
what Paul preached against in 
Romans 1:25 “…And worshipped and 
served the creature more than the 
Creator, who is blessed for ever.”

From Trajan's Column, 
a jewel of architecture and 
sculpture made by Apollodo-
rus of Damascus, our guide will show us along the Via dei 
Fori Imperiali (street of the Imperial Fora), the ruins of the 
fori that the great emperors built as lasting memory of their 
power. 

We will see the Forum of Trajan, the biggest and most 
splendid of all, whose markets, true forerunners of the mod-
ern commercial centers, offered to the Roman citizen any 
goods to be found at that time.

On foot we reach the Capitoline Hill, once political 
and religious center of the town, which today is the seat of 
the Municipality. The stairway will lead us to the Piazza del 
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Campidoglio, the 
magnifi cent result of 
a single project by 
Michelangelo, with 
a copy of the most 
famous equestrian 
statue in the world, 
the statue of Mar-
cus Aurelius, in its 
center. Behind Piazza 
del Campidoglio we 
will fi nd a natural terrace providing the best panoramic point 
over the valley of the Roman Forum and the Palatine Hill. 

Walking through the valley of the Roman Forum the 
greatness of Rome, 
with its important 
buildings, will revive 
before our eyes; the 
Curia, seat of the 
Roman Senate, the 
State Archive, the 
basilicas, palaces of 
justice, the Temple 
of Vesta, and the 
House of the Ves-

tals, the virgins in charge of keeping the sacred fi re always 
alive, and all around temples and columns and arches of 
triumph erected to commemorate gods of Roman history. 
Romans 1:23 “…and changed the glory of the uncorruptible God into an 
image made like to corruptible man.”

From the Forum the guide will show us to the place 
linked to the fabulous origins of Rome: The Palatine. Here 
Romolus founded the town in the year 753 B.C. and start-
ing with Augustus, the great emperors settled here. From 
the valley of the Roman Forum we will admire the Domus 
Tiberiana only partially explored and the ruins of the Impe-
rial Palaces. Leaving the Roman Forum we will fi nd the 
Arch of Constantine, erected to commemorate the victory 
of the emperor over Maxentius in the 4th century A.D. (tra-
dition says that before the battle the Emperor saw a brilliant 
cross in the sky and said the famous words “in hoc signo 
vinces”).

 The tour ends 
at the Colosseum 
everlasting symbol 
of the greatness of 
Rome and the stage 
for the historical fi ghts 
of the gladiators. After 
lunch, we will have 
a bus tour to Aven-
tino Hill and view 
the Church of Santa Prisca. A second place, which tradi-
tion says to have been another site of Paul, is the church 
dedicated to Santa Prisca on the Aventino Hill. Prisca 
came from a rich Roman family and Aquila, her husband 
was probably Greek. Paul spent a couple of years with them 

in Corinth and this is 
often mentioned in 
his Letters and the 
Book of Acts (Rom. 
16:1-23; Rom. 16: 
3-5; Act 18:1-3) (The 
House on the Aven-
tino Hill, where Paul 
lived, is named in a 
legal document of the 
5th century, as “Titulus Priscae.”) Inside the church, well 
preserved, is the big Doric Capital used by Apostle Peter to 
baptize Prisca.

Drive along the Ancient Appian Way and stop for a 
visit at the Catacombs of San 
Sebastian. This is the place 
where the bodies of Apostle 
Paul and Apostle Peter where 
kept during the Christian per-
secution of Valeriano (253–260 
AC) which gave the fi rst 
Christians the opportunity to 
venerate the tombs of the two 
Apostles. This is the reason 
why this place is still today 
called Memoria Apostolrum. 
To prove this, there are a lot of 
“graffi ti” in Latin and Aramaic in 

the catacombs and in the Basilica of San Sebastian, as well. 
The Basilica itself was built over the catacombs during the 
“Costantinianum Peace” in the name of the two Apostles. 

We continue 
by bus to reach the 
Abbey of the Three 
Fountains; this is 
the place of Paul’s 
martyrdom. Here 
tradition has it that 
three different springs 
gushed out at each 
spot touched when 
Paul’s head fell down.

Visit St. Paul Outside the Walls, a Benedictine Abbey 
which shares the name, origins and centuries of history, both 
joyful and sorrowful, with the adjoining basilica. Visit the 
Basilica where there is reason to believe the bones of Paul 
have been found. We will leave Rome with the real spirit 

of fi rst Christians in 
mind and in heart! 
(K’s note: At this 
writing, archeological 
evidence is mount-
ing that this site is 
authentic.) Return to 
hotel for dinner and 
overnight.
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The visit ends at 
St. Peter’s Square, 
which is embraced by 
the colonnade, 
an architectural 
masterpiece by 
Bernini, under the 
symbolic protection 
of the "Cuppolone," 
as the Romans call 
Michelangelo's dome.

The rest of the 
day is at your lei-
sure to have the op-
portunity to discover 
the Baroque center 
of Rome. Of interest 
is the Trevi Foun-
tain, Spanish Steps 
(visit the wonderful 
shopping areas be-
hind and below the 
steps too), relaxing 

in a coffee bar or shopping in the fashion district around via 
Condotti. Dinner and overnight at the hotel.

Day 13: Apr. 12 (Tue.) Departure 
Early morning transfer to the airport of Rome for the 

fl ight back to USA—wondering how Paul traveled so far and 
accomplished so much for the Lord in his lifetime! Arrive 
home in the evening.

Day 12: Apr. 11 (Mon.)  Vatican / Fountains 
 and Squares

With our guide, 
we will continue to 
the Vatican Museum. 
Passing through the 
Court of the Pigna, 
designed by Bramante 
in the 16th century, 
we will enter the 
Belvedere Palace 
to reach the heart 

of the museum, the Belvedere Courtyard. 
Quickly passing the secondary galleries we reach the 

Greek Cross Room where the splendid Sarcophagi of 
St. Helene and St. Constance are housed. 

Walking through the Galleries of the Candelabra, of 
the Maps and of the Tapestries we will reach the Apostolic 
Palace, the oldest section of the complex of the Vatican 
Palaces. Here we 
will view the Apart-
ments of Julius II, 
splendidly decorated 
by Raphael and his 
assistants, and then 
the Sistine Chapel, 
where we will admire 
one of the highest 
masterpieces of art: 
the Genesis and the Last Judgment by Michelangelo, 
which have regained their original splendor after the latest 
restorations.

Leaving the Sistine Chapel and going down the Royal 
Stairway, designed by Bernini, the guide will conduct us 
to the Basilica of St. Peter, the most important temple of 
Christianity, which gathers inside 2000 years of history and 
famous works of art such as the Pietà by Michelangelo.
